school's top two career leaders in points.

uu Hawai`i led the WAC and finished 10th in the nation in average at-
tendance at 1,129 per game in its second year at Waipio Peninsula
Soccer Stadium.

uu Last year's squad set or tied 18 individual and 11 team records.
Among the team records were season points (114), goals (38) and
assists (38).

uu Three players – Wanette Miyashiro, Erin Schremser and Noelle
Takemoto-were named academic all-WAC for 2001.  Miyashiro and
Schrmeser were also named National Soccer Coaches Association
of America All-West Region Scholar-Athletes.
